	 •	�It’s a good idea to discuss plans with any neighbors along 
your proposed fence line.

	 •	�Determine the number of kits needed to complete the job 
based on the total linear footage. Each kit is designed to  
span 6 feet in length from post center to post center.

	 •	�Locate property boundaries and drive stakes into the  
ground at corners and ends of the fence line, based on  
local municipality regulations.

	 •	�Stretch twine or heavy string between stakes and pull tight  
to mark the layout of fence line.

	 •	�Mark post hole locations in the following order along the  
string line:

	 -	End/corner posts 
	 -	Line posts

1.	� Align the included template with the top of the post.  
Fold edges around and tape to the post.

1.	� Place the closed bracket on the end of each rail. 2.	� Using a 1/8" drill bit, predrill through the two holes on the 
bottom of the L-bracket. Do this on both sides of the rail.  
Then remove brackets until later.

	� We recommend predrilling all of your rails before assembling 
any fence sections

2.	� Using a 1/8" drill bit, predrill the holes where indicated for 
the ranch rail style you choose (2-rail, 3-rail, or 4-rail).

	 Remove the template. We recommend predrilling all posts 	
	 before assembly.

	 1. �Pull the brackets apart so there are two parts –  
L-bracket and bracket cap.

	 • �Note – we recommend you dig and set posts one at a time as you’re building down the fence line.

	 • �Dig post holes 18" – 24" in diameter and 30" – 45" deep (depending on local ordinance or  
expected frost depth in winter). Keep the height of the rails in mind when digging your post holes.  
We recommend a minimum of 6” between the bottom rail and the ground.

	 • �Backfill the holes with 6" of gravel.

	 • �Starting in the corner, mix concrete in the first hole per the instructions on the bag. Mix  
thoroughly and install the post into the hole and tap the post to the proper depth.

	 • �Using a level, ensure post is plumb. Brace the post with temporary supports as the  
concrete sets (per the instructions).

	 • �Follow these steps to install the remaining posts

	 1. �Set first post in concrete per the instructions in step four.  
Place the second post in the second post hole.

2.� Slide the bracket caps on both ends of the rails.

2. �Using a T-25 torque bit, attach the L-brackets to the posts 
through the predrilled holes using the 1-3/4" screws provided.

	 Do this on all posts before assembly.

	 1. �Set the second post. Wait until the post is set 
and continue the remaining sections, setting 
the posts after the assembly is complete.

	 2. �Attach one post cap to each post using  
PVC cement. 
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
